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Outings and Visits Policy

Children benefit from being taken out of the setting; going to our room at the Baptist church for small group activities, to the library, museum and other suitable venues for activities which enhance their learning experiences.

Parents sign a consent form when enrolling their child to be taken out as part of the daily learning goals. However, they are always asked to sign specific consent forms before more major outings such as to the theatre or to the zoo. For a longer visit when transport is needed, records will be kept of insurance details and named drivers.

For each outing a full risk assessment is carried out as outlined below:

· An assessment of required adult: child ratios (Volunteer parents will be contacted if necessary)

· Where appropriate for the age of the children, buggies or double buggies are used.

· According to the seasons, appropriate clothes will be worn and during the summer sunscreen will be applied before leaving the Nursery.

· The route will be anticipated and kept to quieter paths/roads rather than busy ones.

· If children are taken to the park and will be playing on the swings, climbing frame etc these will be inspected regularly by the local authorities. The children will however not use these if they are deemed to be unsafe.

· At least 2 adults accompany the children, at least one must be qualified and at least one must hold a current paediatric First Aid Certificate.

· Pre-school will always also take their mobile with them in order to share locations and to remain contactable. 
Due to the Coronavirus pandemic our risk assessments have been adapted to ensure social distancing and no contact with the public is made. For the foreseeable future, outings have been limited to outdoor, open spaces only such as Lord Butler field (green mile) and Herbett’s farm. These outings are with a maximum of 10 children to avoid large groups. Children and staff wash their hands before the outing and as soon as they arrive back.
Pack to be taken on a walk/visit to include the following:

· Mobile phone

· First Aid Kit

· List of children’s contact numbers

· Drinks for hot weather or prolonged visits.

· Tissues

· Sun Cream
· Spare clothes 
The children are always appropriately supervised to ensure that they are safe, do not get lost, and that there is no unauthorised access to them.

The Children will all be clipped into walk-o-diles, unless holding a staff members hand.
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
